Please NO: styrofoam, bubble wrap, food or 
plant material.

GLASS
n All beverage & food containers 

(labels OK)
Please NO: Window glass, mirrors, drinking 
glasses, ceramics, light bulbs or fluorescent 
tubes.

Large Bin Recycling
Businesses can receive 
discounts or cash 
payments by keeping 
some recyclable material 
types separate in large 
bins or boxes. We 
offer large 2, 4 or 6 cubic 
yard recycling bins with hinged 
lids, or larger debris boxes of roughly 10, 20, 30, 
or 40 cubic yard capacity. 

ITEMS ACCEPTED FOR RECYCLING

 Corrugated Cardboard
 Metal, Plastic, Glass, or Paper Items  

(see single stream recycling – must be separated 
before drop-off at landfill)

 Plastic Shrink Wrap
 Irrigation Drip Hose, Grow Tubes
 Wood (clean, untreated, unpainted)
 Grape Pomace
 Clean Green (leaves or grass, shrub,  

tree, vine trimmings)
 Concrete and Asphalt
 Clean soil
 Metals (scrap and appliances)

Landfill Drop-Off 
Recycling
Businesses can choose to haul their own 
recyclables to Clover Flat Landfill. Self-haulers 
receive discounts or cash payments for most 
separated recyclable materials.
